On Monday, April 4, 2005, at approximately 2 pm, Yafi et Gebreselasie was found dead in a room 

at the Days Inn Hotel. It was determined by the DC Medical Examiner that Mr. Gebreselasie had 

been murdered. The Metropolitan Police Department seeks the public’s assistance in gathering 

information regarding this incident.
