DESCRIPTION OF INCIDENT

On Thursday, January 17, 2013, at approximately 11:45 PM, units from the Fifth District responded to
the 2000 block of Maryland Avenue, NE, to investigate a report of a bleeding unconscious male. Upon
arrival, officers located the decedent who was suffering from apparent trauma to his head. DCFEMS
transported the decedent to Medstar where he was admitted. On Thursday, January 31, 2013, the com-
plainant was pronounced dead. The Office of the Chief Medical Examiner ruled the cause of death as a
homicide. The Metropolitan Police Department seeks the public’s assistance in gathering information
regarding this incident.
